WEBSTER INSTITUTE COURSES:
Laws and Rules:  Webster University is an approved provider for the 8-hour Laws and Rules course required by the State of Florida. Laws and Rules will be presented by Webster University’s Helen Singh Benn, a Licensed Mental Health Counselor and Maxie Broome, a practicing attorney.  
Ethics:  This course will emphasize the ethical dimensions in Mental Health Counseling, School Counseling, and Human Services.  The ethical guidelines and dilemmas will include CEU requirements, counselor’s self knowledge and boundaries, court room participation and appearance, mandatory and aspirational ethics, art therapy and interpretation, religion vs. spirituality, unethical colleagues, Baker and Marchmann Act, duty to warn, self-disclosure, death and dying, advanced directives and living will, confidentiality, mandatory reporting, multicultural counseling in today’s diverse population, and burnout.  This course will have an eclectic learning style with a group activity to explore personal dimensions that have challenged the counselor.  Ethics will be presented by Webster University’s Vicki Rossler, a Licensed Mental Health Counselor, in private practice in Central Florida for over 15 years.
HIV 1 & 2, and AIDS:  This training is designed to fulfill the requirements needed by health care professionals in the State of Florida getting and / or the recertification of their license.  It is designed to give a better understanding of HIV and the AIDS syndrome.  It includes, but is not restricted to discussion of the following: HIV 1 & 2 virus anatomy and life cycle, history of HIV, HIV stages, symptoms of HIV infection, risks of contracting HIV, transmission modes, HIV prevention, and HIV treatments.  Along with material on HIV infection, the syndrome of AIDS will be examined.  Upon completion the practitioner will have an understanding of the effects of the HIV retrovirus as well as the AIDS syndrome. HIV 1 & 2 and AIDS will be presented by Webster University’s Cheryl Freimuth, a Licensed Mental Health Counselor who specialized in sexually related issues 

Driver’s Ed for Love:  This 3 hour activity-based course is founded on psychological research and teaches the knowledge and skills necessary for successful, safe, and satisfying relationships.  This course is designed for clinicians to help their clients form and sustain healthy love relationships and to gain a better understanding of what went wrong in past relationships.  DEFL has been presented at the University of Florida.  DEFL is partnering with John Grey, PhD, author of Men are from Mars, Women are from Venus for an upcoming college tour. Driver’s Ed for Love will be presented by its creator,  Isabel Springer, a Licensed Marriage Family Therapist.
